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I, Daniel E. Edmonds, of the Second Congressional District of Oklahoma, pledge to the American people that I shall 
vote on all legislation in accordance with a conservative interpretation of the U.S. Constitution. I shall work earnestly to 
preserve liberty, capitalism, and the great republic established by our founding fathers. 
 
I. Constitution 
I shall not vote for any legislation or laws that contradict or circumvent the Constitution. I shall uphold original principles 
such as freedom of religion, not freedom from religion and the right to bear arms.  I shall defend the rights granted to the 
various states by ensuring that all powers not expressly granted to the federal government are deferred to individual states.  
 
II. Economic 
I shall support legislation calling for an audit, or other action necessary to reform the Federal Reserve. I shall support 
legislation which will reinstate a fiscally conservative government based on sound money. 
 
III. Military  
I shall support legislation providing funding for the continued support and development of our military forces. I recognize 
national security depends upon the readiness of our military to protect America against enemies both foreign and 
domestic.  
 
IV. Immigration  
I shall support enforcing current U.S. immigration laws and securing U.S. borders. I shall oppose any legislation which 
contradicts, weakens or nullifies current U.S. immigration laws.  
 
V. Entitlement/Healthcare 
I shall vote against government controlled healthcare. I shall vote for a measured plan to reduce taxpayer support for 
social and/or entitlement programs.  I shall vote to reform programs like Social Security and Medicare, including the 
phasing of these programs out of government and into the private sector. I shall support an open market-place for 
insurance companies to do business across state lines.  
 
VI. Taxes 
I believe the graduated tax bracket is discriminatory and unconstitutional. I shall vote to repeal the death tax. 
I shall support Fair Tax legislation. 
 
VII. Capitalism  
I shall support legislation which encourages and sustains a free market system and protects capitalism.  
I shall support legislation which reduces taxes, and limits regulations on private industry to help return production and 
innovation to the U.S.  I shall support legislation which will limit government and reduce its power in the private sector. 
 
VIII. Energy/Environment  
I shall support legislation which will utilize U.S. energy resources. I shall oppose Cap and Trade or similar legislation.  
 
IX. Sovereignty 
I shall oppose any legislation that subordinates America’s sovereignty to any foreign power. I shall oppose legislation 
seeking to undermine individual state sovereignty. 
 
X. Personal Responsibility 
I believe personal responsibility is at the core of what it means to be American. We must return to a society where 
individuals, businesses, and government are held accountable for their actions. If elected, I will perform the job of 
Congressman as a servant leader and shall be held accountable for my actions. Should I fail to adhere to the principles I’m 
pledging to uphold, then someone of stronger character should replace me. 
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
